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Developments within member states
1.1
Follow up of the Genome and other Declarations by member states, including creation of bioethics committees, adoption of legislation and implementation of professional and other policies.  Invitations to participants who can describe these developments;

1.2
Consideration of the relationship between IBC and IGBC in the light of experience with the Human Genome Declaration and, more recently, with the Bioethics and Human Rights Declaration;

1.3
Consideration of inter-agency cooperation within the United Nations and follow up and involvement of other affected agencies;

1.4
Examination of the relationship of the three Declarations within UNESCO and its follow up by National Commissions for UNESCO and by national and regional conferences of UNESCO;

Development within the scientific community
2.1
Consideration and implementation of the Declarations by the international scientific community;

2.2
Views of prominent scientists, eg Nobel Prize-winners, Institutes etc.
Development within the business community 
3.1
Significance of the Declaration for developments concerning intellectual property and the work of WIPO and the TRIPS Agreement, including the significance of the Doha Round;

3.2
Contact with the pharmaceutical industry and securing reports on implementation by them of the principles in the Declarations;
3.3
Advice by industry and organisations on ways to improve outreach of UNESCO, IBC and its Declarations.

Developments involving bioethics and philosophy
4.1
An opportunity should be given to Bioethics associations and institutions to comment on the substance and methodology of the IBC work.  There is some professional envy and discordance here but dialogue could be important for a new beginning.
Developments in the general community
5.1
I consider that the Paris Colloquium in 2001 which included a large number of civil society organisations and social scientists was a considerable success.  It could be desirable, in conjunction with the 10th Anniversary celebration to initiate a similar symposium in Paris and to encourage opportunities for NGO and individual comment, criticism and suggestions.

Internet outreach

6.1
We should perhaps consider throwing the Anniversary open to an internet real time conference so as to encourage a mass audience throughout the world to participate and observe.  This would require a lot of publicity and technological outreach through the use of different language translations of the major events convened by UNESCO.  However, this was successfully done recently at a British Council conference in Brasilia which brought together judges of Latin America and the Commonwealth of Nations.  We could use that as a model.

Personality involvement

7.1
It would be desirable if some leading personalities, eg the President of the French Republic, Nobel scientists, the (then) former Secretary-General of the United Nations (Kofi Annan) and perhaps the new S-G could be invited to take part.  Perhaps a suitable head of state/minister from developing country(ies).  It would be very important to have high participation by relevant women.
Children's and students' involvement
8.1
It would be good to organise an essay/poster competition or other medium to encourage securing the views of the younger generation and students on the UNESCO initiatives.

Patients and disabled involvement
9.1
We should try to recapture some of the special participation of patient and disabled groups who participated in the IBC meeting in Quito, Ecuador.

Consideration of follow up
10.1
A meeting including international lawyers and state representatives could be desirable to reflect on the next steps that should be contemplated, eg a Bioethics Convention if this is a proposal that is ripe for consideration with UNESCO.  Consideration could be given to any suggested need to review the Genome Declaration, or any parts of it, having regard to later Declarations and international experience since its adoption.
